Ghost Town Mines in the Mohave Desert

As a young man | used to
love to go and to hike and
camp in the Mohave Desert.
There are a great many
ghost towns in which, if you
take your time, you can
always find some artifact or
item that will help you to
understand the people that
100 years ago were looking

to make a living in the
desert.
| remember one time in

particular of camping near
an old mining town that was

nestled up to some
mountains in the desert. The
ghost town was pretty torn

up and only a few adobe
walls were left standing that
we could use for shelter. So
we found the best place,
cleared the ground of any
debris or snakes, and made
our camp in that old ghost

town.

The next morning we got up
and started to hike around
to see what we could find.

The hills near the ghost town
were covered with mines. Some
of them were horizontal mines
in which we would explore a
few feet in to see what we could
find. But some of them were
deep black pits where we could
not see the bottom. Being
young men, we needed to cast
something into the hole to listen
for the falling rock to strike
bottom! So | picked up a good
sized rock and dropped it over
the edge and we waited to hear
it hit bottom.

When, after a few moments, it
hit bottom were we surprised by
what we heard next. Most likely
some 40 or 50 feet below in the
darkness the rock had not only
struck bottom, but it must have
landed in a gathering of Rattle
Snakes. A whole big bunch of
Rattle Snakes. The noise they
made was fearful and
frightening and, being brave
young men, we ran from the
hole back to town!! | have never
forgotten the sound | heard at

the bottom of that long dark
hole.

Many of our youth today are
walking around town and
finding themselves staring
down into some deep hole of
life. It may be sexual or drug
addiction. It may be rebellion
and anger. Whatever it is,
they do not know the danger
that waits at the bottom of
the holes of life to which they
seem strangely attracted.
Those of us with a little more
life experience know that the
enemy makes these holes

look so attractive and
interesting. But the youth
cannot know the danger

unless someone warns them.
Will you consider getting
involved in helping the youth
of our city stay away from the
holes of life that Satan places
in front of them to entice
them to eternal death? Our
youth need you today before
they fall in.
