Mission Board and what do they do? 

 
In the words of 
William Bullein 
Johnson, first 
president of the 
Southern Baptist 
Convention, the 
Foreign Mission 
Board was created 
with the formation 

of the Southern Baptist Convention in 1845 ñ . 
. . for the purpose of organizing an efficient 
and practical plan, on which the energies of 
the whole Baptist denomination, throughout 
America, may be elicited, combined and 
directed in one sacred effort for sending the 
word of life to idolatrous lands . . . .ò 
The International Mission Board (IMB) 
continues in that original purpose of being part 
of 46,000 Southern Baptist churches focused 
together in one sacred effort to fulfill the Great 
Commission among all peoples. 
 
One. Acting as a single unit. Undivided. 
Singularly focused with a singular nature, a 
singular goal. 
 
Sacred. Reverently dedicated and devoted to 
God. Holy. Not beginning in the heart or mind 
of man. Flowing from the heart and mind of 
God, and can be accomplished only through 
His leadership and empowerment. 
 
Effort. An earnest and strenuous attempt. 
Requiring physical and mental exertion, 
dedication and commitment. Living and 
working as if the outcome is impacted by the 
commitment exerted. 
 
What is this one sacred effort? According to 
our Lord, it is to make disciples of all nations 
(Matthew 28:18-20). 
 
Therefore, our mission is evangelizing, 
discipling and planting reproducing churches 

among all peoples in fulfillment of the Great 
Commission. And, our vision is a multitude from every 
language, people, tribe and nation, knowing and 
worshipping our Lord, Jesus Christ. 
 
How are they different from the North American 
Mission Board? 

 
The estimated 
46,000 autonomous 
churches that 
cooperate together 
with the Southern 
Baptist Convention 
pool their resources 

to support the work of the North American Mission 
Board. Formerly known as the Home Mission Board, this 
entity was renamed the North American Mission Board 
(NAMB) in 1997. The stated mission of NAMB is to ñwork 
with churches, associations and state conventions in 
mobilizing Southern Baptists as a missional force to 
impact North America with the Gospel of Jesus Christ 
through evangelism and church planting.ò 
 
NAMB embraces the vision that Christ spoke in Acts 1:8 
that éyou will be My witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all 
Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth. The 
missions entity strives to fulfill the Lordôs expectation that 
a global missions strategy begins with a strong home 
base that will expand to the global arena. NAMB is the 
Southern Baptist entity empowered to assist churches to 
reach North America for Christ. 
 
What does NAMB do? This entity helps provide support 
for missionaries serving throughout the United States, 
Canada, and their territories. These church, association, 
and state workers proclaim the Gospel, start new 
churches, baptize converts, disciple new and established 
believers in the faith, and provide Bible-centered 
teaching ministries. The entityôs work is especially 
focused in areas of North America that are under 
reached with the Gospel and underserved with Southern 
Baptist churches. 
 
NAMB reported that Southern Baptist churches baptized 
314,956 individuals in 2012, and that 929 new churches 
were organized. 
 
Then, how does our State Convention help us as a 
church to do the work God has called us to do? 

 
REACHING TEXAS 

By starting new churchesðFrom the beginning, the 
SBTC made missions and evangelism the priority in

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every aspect of our work. Churches in the SBTC 
have started hundreds of congregations since the 
convention began. Of those, over 300 were funded 
with SBTC missions money. Together we can do 
what no church can do alone. 
By strengthening church ministriesðThe Southern 
Baptists of Texas Convention supports the work of 
its churches by providing over 100 ministry 
services. 
By joining with ministry partners to provide 
resources for local churchesðEducational 
institutions, family ministries, and other crucial 
services provide important ministry resources for 
SBTC churches. Partnership with these affiliated 
and fraternally related ministries means we do not 
have to own or build institutions. 
 

TOUCHING THE WORLD 
By joining with the Southern Baptist Conventionð
Ministries supported by over 40,000 Southern 
Baptist churches across the U.S. are also SBTC 
ministry partners. Together we support over 13,000 
men and women in seminary training. Our mission 
boards support more than 10,000 missionaries 
across the globe. Our partnership with the 
Southern Baptist Convention allows us to share in 
a ministry that touches the world. 
By working with SBC partners to strengthen 
churchesðResources and expertise are available 
from SBC agencies providing trainings and support 
for churches committed to Great Commission 
ministry. 
By highlighting the priority of worldwide missionsð
The SBTC sends more through the SBC for 
worldwide missions than it keeps for in-state 
missions.

unified plan of giving through which cooperating 
Southern Baptist 
churches give a 
percentage of 
their 
undesignated 
receipts in 
support of their 
respective state 
convention and 

the Southern Baptist Convention missions and 
ministries. 
How Does The Cooperative Program Work? 
It begins with you! 
You give yourself first to God (II Cor. 8:5). Next, 
out of gratitude and obedience to God for what 
He has done for you, you commit to give back 
to Him, through your church, a portion of what 
He provides. This is commonly called a tithe 
and represents ten percent of your income (Lev. 
27:30, Mal. 3:10). 
 
Your Church... decides the next step. Every 
year your church prayerfully decides how much 
of its undesignated gifts will be committed to 
reaching people in your state and around the 
world through The Cooperative Program. This 
amount is then forwarded to your State Baptist 
Convention. 
 
Messengers at the State Convention Annual 
Meetings... from your church and other 
churches across the state decide what 
percentage of Cooperative Program gifts 
contributed by local congregations stay in your 
state to support local missions and ministries. 
The percentage to be forwarded to the SBC for 
North American and international missions and 
ministries is also determined at this time. 
 
Messengers at the Southern Baptist Convention 
Annual Meeting... from across the country 
decide how the gifts received from the states 
will be distributed among SBC entities. These 
gifts are used by SBC entities to send and 
support missionaries, train pastors, and other 
ministry leaders; provide relief for retired 
ministers and widows; and address social, 
moral, and ethical concerns relating to our faith 
and families.

HOUSTON (BP) -- (May 29) Southern Baptists 

of Texas Convention disaster relief leaders had 

"boots on the ground" in Houston Thursday 

(May 28) following a month of historic rains 

and tornadoes across Texas and Oklahoma 

that led to deadly flooding over Memorial Day 

weekend with at least 15 dead and hundreds 

evacuated. 

While images of separated families in raging 

waters, floating cars, submerged intersections 

and uprooted caskets caught the nation's 

attention and caused an outpouring of 

concern, Fritz Wilson, executive director for 

Southern Baptist Disaster Relief at the North 

American Mission Board, said it is each 

individual's unique situation that becomes the 

focus of a volunteer's effort. 

Every team sent out by Southern Baptist 

Disaster Relief -- the largest network of trained 

disaster relief volunteers in the United States -- 

brings "help, healing and hope" to those 

affected by natural events, Wilson said. 

"We are there to walk with them through 

cleaning and when they are beginning to try 

and get a handle on things so they can 

rebuild," Wilson said. "Our folks are trained in 

how to provide not only physical needs, but 

also provide emotional and spiritual care in a 

disaster setting. 

"In sending that team, we hope people see 

that God loves them and we are attempting to 

show them that -- not just tell them," Wilson 

said. 

In Houston, Scottie Stice, director of Disaster 

Relief Ministries for the Southern Baptists of 

Texas Convention (SBTC), said leaders are 

busy assessing needs after storms over the 

weekend dumped 6 to 11 inches of rain on 

the area. 

"We want to see exactly which 

neighborhoods are under water and where 

they are in the city so that we can formulate 

our response," Stice said, noting volunteers 

must wait until waters recede before they can 

begin to help. 

Houston's mayor on Tuesday (May 26) said 

there were at least 4,000 homes and 

businesses affected by floodwaters. More 

water may be expected by the weekend. 

Texas Baptist Men also has volunteers on 

the ground in Houston assessing the 

situation and working with churches, 

said Terry Henderson, the organization's 

director. 

Henderson anticipated the Houston 

response -- as well as those throughout 

other areas of the state -- will be long and 

protracted. 

"We will be calling on other states to help 

us," Henderson said. 

 

Baptists across Texas 

With "very strange" weather patterns 

across the Texas plains in May, Stice said 

its SBTC disaster relief ministry teams 

have been hard at work primarily in 

North Texas already -- before the most 

recent severe thunderstorms hit. 

When a wall of water forced rivers in 

Wimberly to rise to nearly 40 feet -- 20 

feet over what historians call the 500 

year flood mark -- Stice said he began to 

focus energy on asking volunteers to do 

whatever they could. 

Flash floods there destroyed more than 

350 homes and left up to 1,000 

homeless, news reports have said. 

"We were in 11 different places in May," 

he said. SBTC disaster relief ministry 

teams are equipped for various 

operations including feeding, recovery 

with chainsaw, mud-out and blue tarp 

duties, communications, chaplains 

assessment, shower and laundry 

operations, water purification and more. 

Stice said there is also an SBTS clean up 

and recovery crew working at the 

campus of Jacksonville College in Texas, 

and a mud-out team working at the 

home of a widow in Arlington. 

Stice said he is appreciative of "closely 

coordinated, good relationships" in Texas 

between Southern Baptists and volunteer 

organizations like American Red Cross 

and The Salvation Army. 

"It's just heartbreaking, and we pray for 

the victims and the volunteers and 

churches as they volunteer for the 

ministry," he said. 

Southern Baptists have 65,000 trained 

volunteers -- including chaplains -- and 

1,550 mobile units for feeding, 

chainsaw, mud-out, command, 

communication, child care, shower, 

laundry, water purification, 

repair/rebuild and power generation. 

Southern Baptist Disaster Relief is one of 

the three largest mobilizers of trained 

Disaster Relief volunteers in the United 

States, along with the American Red 

Cross and The Salvation Army.
