In May we take the time to remember the
women who went through the trials to give us
life.

Are We Disciple Makers?

A Process for Multiplying Disciples
April 21, 2016 | By Jeff Christopherson

We like to say to “make disciple-making disciples” to
inspire a vision for multiplication. But in the Great
Commission, Jesus indicated you are not making real
disciples if they are not disciple makers.

Disciple-making is what Jesus’ disciples do.
The Great Commission Path
Go. Make Disciples. Baptize. Teach.

It seems like a prescription. Others might call it a
path of obedience. If the path is followed,
multiplication will happen. So the Great Commission,
at its fundamental essence, is simply a call to
multiply.

The Multiplication Mandate

Here is an important Kingdom fact. If you love the
harvest, you will love other harvesters. If you are
jealous of other harvesters, you simply do not love
the harvest.

Why? Because the harvest is not really about you.
Realities of the harvest:

It's big. “Jesus went to all the towns and villages ...
teaching ... preaching . .. healing....” The task was
beyond His personal capacity.

Prayer is our first strategic step. Our success is not a
product of human will or resourcefulness.

The workforce is unlimited. “. . . send out workers.”

The current reality is that the workers are limited.
That is the bad news to which we can do little to
change. But there is some very good news that God
wants us to finally see. The potential workforce of
harvesters is actually as big as the harvest itself.

Next Step: A Heart Shift

The heart shift from addition to multiplication—from
harvest to harvesters is seismic for perfectly good
reasons. We must shift from an “each one reach one”
mentality to an “each one reach many.” NO longer is
the metric how hard can | work in the harvest-but
how hard | can work for the harvest.

Disciple Making Disciples Template

Matt and Arrica Hess moved their family from
Memphis, Tennessee to Pickering, Ontario in 2012.
Pickering had 13 evangelical churches for a
population of 100,000 people.

“You have to be willing to let God shape what takes
place.” Matt said. And this is exactly what they did.
From the beginning, they made the seismic shift from
making disciples to making disciple-makers.

Engage Gather Disciple is a process that they created
to develop disciple making disciples. More than a
program or a class, Engage Gather Disciple (E.G.D.) is
about creating a disciple making culture.

The four major elements of the E.G.D equips
disciples as disciple makers:

1 Become a gospel conversationalist
1 Map out your social fields

1 Gather to engage or disciple

1 Work a discipleship path: stages

Although still early in the process, Matt is encouraged
by what God is doing. Of those who attend
Fellowship, 70 percent are previously unchurched.

The E.G.D. process is a contextual strategy to help
new church plants and everyday believers become
disciple makers. If you are planting in a culture that is
predominantly unreached and not even curious about
the gospel, discouragement can come quickly. If your
vision as a church planter is merely to make disciples,
the road will be long. But if God gives you a path to
making disciple-making disciples, then the Kingdom
impact possibilities dramatically multiply.

HOUSTON—Nearly 50 SBTC DR volunteers, including
many who just finished work in Deweyville and
Mauriceville where efforts recently concluded, deployed
to Harris County in the wake of massive flooding
following severe weather on April 18.

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Replant Brings Children Back to Dying Church

ENGLEWOOD, Colo. (BP) -- Nancy Elliott found herself crying
alone in the nursery. She had attended Calvary Church in Eng-
lewood, Colo., since she was 14. Now, for the first time, they had
no children at church on a Sunday morning. "Not one child," Elliot
said. "l went into the nursery and started crying and praying to
God to bring children." Little did she know her prayers were about
to be answered in ways she didn't expect.

After serving in youth ministry for several years in the Denver
area, Mark Hallock felt God leading him toward inter-generational
ministry. "A lot of youth ministries are completely separated from
the larger church," Hallock said. "As | began to see kids graduate
from youth group they eventually graduated from church because
they were never connected with the rest of the body. | started to
think about what it would be like to truly have an inter-
generational ministry." Hallock and his wife Jenna began to pray
and felt God calling them to a dying church they had heard of in
Englewood, Colo., in metro Denver. "l had been seeing church
plants pop up, and | started to think about who was going to the
declining churches, because God is glorified when dying churches
come back to life."

Calvary Church was established in 1952, in what was once subur-
bia. As the demographics of Englewood changed, like many
churches, Calvary did not change along with the community. Over
time attendance dwindled. "I don't think churches realize how
quickly you can go from 150 to 30 people," said Jeff DeClue, a
longtime member and now associate pastor and elder at Calvary.

"There was nothing different about Calvary from any other South-
ern Baptist church. It wasn't that we weren't passionate about the
community -- the community around us had changed and we did-
n't know how to reach them. "Sadly, | was tired," he noted.
"There was a big church down the road and | wanted to take my
family and go where no one knew me. But Dave Elliot was really
influential and said to me, 'God is not done with this church. He
put it here in 1952 for a reason."

DeClue decided that day to trust God for a greater plan. It was the
same day that Hallock was meeting with the search committee of
Calvary, and feeling God's call to come and help revitalize the
dying church. Although they could only pay Hallock a fraction of
what he had been making as a youth minister, Hallock's previous
church committed to cover what Calvary could not afford for one
year. The remaining 30 members at Calvary noticed change al-
most immediately after Hallock became lead pastor.

DeClue said: "l am truly grateful that | have stayed and en-
dured the hard times because now we have so many chil-
dren we barely have room for them," he said. "To see chil-
dren run up and down the sidewalk on Sunday is just amaz-
ing."

Hallock has now been at Calvary for seven years and they
have continued to see growth. So much so, that they have
planted six other churches in the Denver area. "What is cool
is that church planting was in the DNA of Calvary from the
start," Hallock said. "They actually planted three churches
back in their heyday, and we were really just tapping into
our history. We get to continue the story of that narrative. "l
love church planting, but my personal goal has always been
to see churches replanted also," Hallock said. "l want to see
God bring dead things back to life."

This year, Calvary has had their first experience in replanting
a church not far from their Englewood campus. "This church
was just like we were," Hallock said. "They knew they need-
ed radical change. We met with them and reassured them
that God wasn't done with their church. We see them
starting to grow now, which is really exciting.

"It is exciting to see what the Lord is doing through the North
American Mission Board to replant," he noted. "What a
statement it is to a community when they see a dead, irrele-
vant church come back to life. God loves the underdog and
when we surrender everything over to Him, He steps into
our weakness. That is when He does some of the most amaz-
ing things."

NAMB will host the National Replant Conference June 11-12
in St. Louis before this year's Southern Baptist Convention.
"This gathering will connect those who are replanting with
other replanters as we learn from each other how God is
replanting dying churches across North America," said Mark
Clifton, NAMB's senior director of Replant. "It is also to help
declining churches explore next steps to finding new life and
new hope." The event will feature practitioners who are suc-
cessfully replanting dying churches, and offer resources and
tools that have proven effective in reclaiming dying church-
es.
